For 2022, ACT 
is expanding the reach of its summertime activities for underserved children and youths. 
With the help of a generous grant by the West Harlem Development Corporation, ACT is 



now able to provide financial aid to families living in the West 125th – West 155th Street 
area. ACT has previously offered scholarships and affordable options for families, and 
this new partnership with the WHDC will help increase its reach throughout upper New 
York City. 
 
Both fun and safety are primary focuses for ACT’s currently season, particularly as the 
city continues to recover from the COVID pandemic. Families can rest assured that their 
children will remain safe and protected while having access to a wide variety of arts, 
nature, science, sports, and collaborative activities through the 9 weeks of summer camp 
sessions. The activities include creative crafts, water rides, outdoor games, and much 
more. All of the camp sessions make full use of the Cathedral’s expansive grounds, 
comprising lush green gardens and playgrounds perfect for spurring kids’ imaginations.
